The Study Plan

⮚ Study plan – list of the courses and exams 
every student will attend and take in the 
course of their degree.

You will have a list of courses you can choose your exams from.

• Some exams are mandatory, while in other cases you can freely 
choose the exams you prefer.



English Studies is a Master’s 
Degree Course (LM*) 

120 credits (CFU*) are needed
to complete the course

*LM stands for Laurea Magistrale 
*CFU stands for Crediti Formativi Universitari



How to fill in your Study Plan

1. Consult the Annex 2.

2. Check syllabi and programmes to choose courses of your liking.

3. Fill in the study plan from your Uniweb page.

Credits breakdown 

• 84 credits: classes offered in English 
Studies

• 12 free-choice credits: classes offered 
also in other departments

• 3 credits: seminars, internship
• 24 credits: final thesis



MANDATORY (caratterizzante) BLOCK



Please, note that there is no first or second year division
among the courses. You can take the course/exam when you
prefer, either on the first or second year of your degree.

• The only exceptions are the Literatures and the English 
Language, Linguistics and Translation courses, where you
have to pass the first module exam before you can take 
the second.

Example: you have to attend Medieval English Literature 1 in the first 
year, and Medieval English Literature 2 in the second year
(programmes needs to be different)

LITERATURE 2 AND B2: WHAT’S THE 
DIFFERENCE?

• Literature 2 – continuation of one of the 9 credits 
literatures you took in your first year.

• Literature B2 – a 6 credits literature course of your
choosing, not linked to the literatures of your first year.

Please note that your Literature 2 and your Literature B2 
cannot be the same (i.e. you cannot do both a Medieval English 

Literature 2 exam and a Medieval English Literature B2 exam) since the 
programmes are the same.

12 Free Credits

A block of credits you can collect by 
attending two 6 credits exams from any MA 

course offered by the University.

The free credits can be taken up to 15 credits by taking one 6 
credits exam and one 9 credit exam.



3 ‘Practical’Credits

A block of credits you 
can collect by doing 

other activities offered 
by the Department.

• Seminars, conferences, 
workshops;

• Internships;
• Erasmus+ (at least one semester);



3 ‘Practical’ Credits

Seminars, conferences, workshops

You can collect the 3 credits by attending 36 hours of seminars, 
conferences, workshops and other activites promoted by the 
Department.

• These credits can be accumulated by attending different events.
• If you decide to attend one single seminar you can attend for 

just 22 hours, but you’ll have to produce a short essay on the 
contents of the seminar.



3 ‘Practical’ Credits

Seminars, conferences, workshops

Your attendance to the 
events must be registered
in the Events Booklet.

• At the end of each
meeting, you should
have the professor 
holding the event to 
sign the booklet.



3 ‘Practical’ Credits

Seminars, conferences, workshops

Once you have collected your 36/22 hours, you must register your
credits on Uniweb. 

• You must register to the appello/call for «Attività pratiche»
• Send a scan or photo of the booklet to the professor stated at

the back of your booklet.
• The professor will check your booklet and register the credits 

for you.

You can collect the 3 credits by doing an 
internship (total hours might change).

Thesis (24 credits)

Your thesis work is worth 24 credits. These will be 
automatically registered once you fill in your

graduation request at the end of your degree.

Choose your free-choice credits 
exams following your interests and 
the field you want to deepen in 
your final thesis. 



More helpful information:

• Keep in mind that the courses you are interested in may be 

offered only in the first or only in the second semester.
Therefore, organise your study plan accordingly. 

• The study plan remains editable throughout the year –
you can edit it as many times as you like.
• It will stop being editable in a short time window in September, 

to allow the system to focus on the last exams of the Academic 
Year and the Graduations happening in Fall.

• Your study plan will stop being editable once you send in your 
Graduation request.



IMPORTANT

• In order to sign up for and take an exam you must insert the 
relevant course in your study plan! 

• We suggest you fill your study plan by December, since the 
Winter exam session starts in late January.

• Always check Uniweb to see 
your “appelli” (exam dates)
