The nomination of candidates under Erasmus+ bilateral agreements to carry out an international mobility stay at the Faculty of
Translation and Interpreting - University of Granada must be made by sending an email to rriifti@ugr.es by April 30.

If the nomination concerns non-Erasmus+ Interinstitutional Agreements (llAs), nomination must be sent to incoming@ugr.es

The nomination communication must include the following information:

* Full name of the HOME INSTITUTION

* Contact person (responsible for the management): full name and institutional email address

* Full name(s) of the candidate(s)

* Degree programme of each candidate at the home university (0231 Modern languages and translation)

* Degree programme to be taught at the UGR and level of studies at the UGR (Undergraduate or Master’s)

IMPORTANT: In Spain, the structure of undergraduate degrees is organised over four years in order to ensure broad and solid training, and the
distribution of academic workload differs from that of most European countries. This framework must be taken into account when the student is placed

at the UGR, since they may be enrolled in a Master’s programme in their home country and yet be considered a final-year undergraduate student at the
UGR.

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COST OF LIVING IN GRANADA

The city of Granada is considered to be one of the cheapest places in Spain and Europe to live, as a student. Obviously, the cost of living
for each student depends on their lifestyle, but it tends to vary between €700-€800 per month.

For guidance purposes, we have calculated the average cost of living in Granada in the most basic aspects:

Accommodation in a shared flat (water and energy expenses excluded) varies roughly between €250-€350 per month.
The daily set menu at the university canteens costs €3.50. The takeaway menu costs €6.

A single city-bus ticket costs €1.60. If you obtain a bus card, the price is €0.40 per trip and with the University bus pass the cost is €0.65
per trip. (Please note that at this moment there is a reduction of 50% in all city-bus fares).

Finding accommodation in the city of Granada is not a very big issue. Usually, there are many types of accommodation for international students-don’t forget that Granada is the

number | receiving Erasmus in Europe! So, renting a flat is not difficult at all, but you won’t always find what you were looking for. It depends on your budget, preferred location

and facilities, but generally there won’t be any problems. Granada has plenty of shared flats for students, local and international; the city’s lifestyle goes around the University.

The University does not make any specific accommodation arrangements, it merely facilitates the student's search and does not mediate between the student and the owner of
the accommodation, but only offers information. The particular conditions of your accommodation must be negotiated and agreed personally with the owner of the
accommodation. None of these accommodations are closed, it depends on availability on the date you arrive. Contact and ask for information in the accommodation you are

interested in.

There are also housing groups and platforms, such as the ones run by ESN Granada (Erasmus Student Network), which really help international students to find a flat for
their exchange semester or year.
